« = Reading with speed, accuracy, and proper expression. (Reading
smoothly)




What 1s reading comprehension?
- 2 The abillity to accurately understand written material

« Students should be able fo:

Ask and Answer Questions (Who, What, Where, When, Why, How)

Identify Main Topic and Key Details in multi paragraph text (What the
text is mostly about)

Identify Text Features (Table of contents, captions, glossary etc.)
Use Context Clues ( determine the meaning of unfamiliar words)
Compare and Contrast(how the text is the same & different)
Author’s Point of View (author’s perspective on a topic)

Author’s Purpose

Identify and Describe Images in order to clarify a text

Describe and Identify Events or Ideas



Teach your child to ask and answer questions about the text:

« 2 Ask and answer who, what, where, when, why, and how questions to help
with your child’s understanding of the text.

Asking questions :
->Students come up with a question

about what they have read.
* Ex) “Why do hedgehogs hibernate?”

- Answering questions:
—>Students should be able to answer questions
about the text in complete sentences.
* Ex) Q: “When do hedgehogs eat a lot of food?
A: “Hedgehogs eat a lot of food in the Fall.”
